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As mentioned in Principal Lambert’s introduction 
letter, Alter has partnered with Dynamic Catholic, 
an organization that strives to develop resources 
that inspire people to rediscover and re-energize 
Catholicism in their lives. We will use the Holy 
Moments book written by Matthew Kelly and 
Dynamic Catholic; and thanks to a generous donor, 
have provided each student, and their families, a  
copy of the book to explore together. 

Director of Campus Ministry Heather Dunn stated, 
“The goal of this program is to realize that there are 
moments in our lives that can be ‘holy moments’ if we 
choose to see God in them and collaborate with God.” 

Families and students are encouraged to read the 
book during the month of December - a perfect time 
during the Advent Season and Christmas break.  
Once we return from break, we will dive into the 
program as a school.

Each Monday, students will receive a “prompt” 
or focus for the week during their theology class. 
Teachers may use accompanying videos to  
encourage students to think about that specific 
theme. On Fridays, students will be grouped into  
God Squads to discuss how they witnessed holy 
moments during their week. Students may think  
of those moments as either “here’s one amazing holy 
moment I witnessed this week…” or “I collaborated 
with God to create this holy moment,” according  
to Dunn.

Alter faculty and staff were excited to begin the Holy 
Moments curriculum at the beginning of November 
with the distribution of the books to students and 
families prior to fully implementing the program in 
January 2024.

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ACADEMICS AT THE FOREFRONT

In my twelve years at Alter High school, I have 
witnessed that this is a place where staff serve  
and support students to meet their needs and to 
prepare them for success. In my role as an English 
teacher and English Department chair, I have been 
able to witness and partake in this firsthand. In 
response to the academic direction of the strategic 
planning committee, the Dean of Academics position 
was developed. 

Catholic schools focus on instilling character, so 
students make the right choices. We provide students 
the freedom to explore aspects of the world not found 
in state-mandated lesson plans, while incorporating 
spirituality into every aspect of the curriculum. Our 
teachers and leaders are held to higher standards of 
professionalism, morals and ethics, exemplified both in 
and out of the classroom. 

Alter has a professional teaching staff of 51 who have a 
combined average of over 17 years of teaching. 62% of 
the faculty and staff hold a Masters Degree or higher 
and our student to faculty ratio is 10:1. These statistics 
support the reality that many parents look to the 
teachers at Alter as partners, trusting they are teaching 
the same values in school as they teach at home, and 
that we are preparing students for success.

Alter exposes our students to a rigorous and 
academically challenging curriculum. Creating a 
critical thinking mindset is a key part of navigating 
college, the job market and for developing a unique 
perspective on the world. Classes are offered at 
different levels as we strive to meet our students 
where they are most capable. Specialized classes such 
as STNA (Nurse’s Aide Certification), Honors Digital 
Electronics and AP Classes are offered to prepare 
students for their paths after Alter.

When a Knight graduates, it is our goal as educators 
that we have provided them with the best tools 
to fulfill their futures as productive citizens, caring 
employees, competent professionals, and daughters 
and sons that will make their families, and all of us, 
very proud.
